Important February Dates
Performing Arts dancers in a solo or duet are welcome to rent studio time during the month of February to rehearse your
extra numbers. Email us to book!

February 16-19: Winter Break. The studio will be closed for regular classes to coincide with the Wolf Creek School
Division's Winter Break. Classes will resume on Monday, February 23rd.

February 17: Extra ballet practice for Levels 2, 3 and 5
Miss Alexis would like to hold an extra ballet practice for Levels 2, 3 and 5 dancers over the Winter Break. We have had
numerous dancers away and sick throughout the month of January, so she would love to utilize the break time to continue
to clean choreography for these groups. Times are as follows:

We have started to receive draft schedules from festival organizers. You can expect the finalized schedules to be arriving to
your inbox over the coming weeks. A reminder of our upcoming festival dates:

Debut Dance, Edmonton, The Orange Hub - Thursday, April 2 - Saturday, April 4 (ending on Saturday for Easter
weekend) 
Dance to the Future, Camrose - Wednesday, April 8 - Sunday, April 12 (Rising Stars & Adult Hip Hop will attend this
festival). Please note: this festival will be starting one day earlier than originally announced due to an increased amount of
entries. Only some solos and duets will perform on the Wednesday, and all dance families with extra numbers were previously
notified of this change.

Attendance Reminder
It's hard to believe we are already six months into the dance season! Thank you, dancers and families, for your dedication.
As we approach our final months, a reminder that attendance is very important, especially for our Performing Arts dancers.
Instructors are working hard to put the final touches on choreography and clean routines so that everyone is prepared to
hit the stage in March. Every dancer is an important part of the team! Multiple unexcused absences may result in a dancer
being choreographed out of portions of their routine. If your dancer is unable to attend a class, a parent must let your
instructor know as soon as possible.

Costume, hair & make-up checklists
Costume, hair and make-up checklists will be emailed to all Performing Arts families. This checklist is to be followed for
stage rehearsal, festivals, picture day, and the year-end recital. It is highly recommended to label all costumes and shoes, as
mix ups can happen easily in dressing rooms! Make sure to review the checklists before each performance to ensure
nothing gets left behind! G2D does not have extra costumes on hand. If you don’t have your costume at festivals, you will
not be able to perform, so please check and double check those items.



Performing Arts Stage Rehearsal week, modified schedules & Extra Number Recital details
Stage Rehearsal is for Performing Arts Rising Stars, Levels 1-5, as well as our adult hip hop class. It gives our dancers
the chance to practice their routines on stage before festivals begin.  Rehearsals will run in the evenings March  3rd
& 4th at the Red Deer Memorial Centre (the same location as our Christmas Recital). We have tried our best to
schedule stage rehearsal to allow time for our dance families to get to Red Deer after school, while also not holding
rehearsals too late into the evenings. 

Please note that to accommodate stage rehearsals, there will be a modified schedule for all classes this week as
instructors will be in Red Deer on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday.

There will be no classes running at the studio this evening!

With the exception of variety, each group will rehearse for approximately 10 minutes. A reminder complete hair,
makeup and costumes are required. Stage rehearsal allows dancers to have an extremely important trial run so they
are fully prepared for festivals. It also allows instructors to see the complete picture of the routine and determine if
any adjustments need to be made before festival season. Families are welcome to stay and watch the rehearsals.
Once all your routines are complete, you are free to leave! This is not a ticketed event and all dances are filmed so
that we can watch our footage in the studio afterwards. 

Please arrive by entering through the Central Alberta Theatre (CAT) doors and allow yourself enough time to get
organized in your designated change room and to properly stretch before we begin.

There will be no classes running at the studio this evening! 

All Performing Arts dancers in a solo or duet will have their routines showcased in our Extra Number Recital.
This will be a ticketed event and gives dancers the chance to practice their routines on stage in front of an
audience before festivals begin. These numbers will not perform in our year-end recital, so we encourage
everyone to come and cheer on their teammates! Awards will be also be handed out at the end of the show. 

Ticket cost: $20 (includes link to recital filming that will be emailed to parents after the completion of the
show). Dancers performing do not require a ticket, as they will be backstage.
